HOW TO GET THERE

By Car: If you are coming from the south, you may use Interstate 395. If you are coming 
from the North, you may use Interstate 495, New York Avenue, Rock Creek and Potomac 
Parkway, the George Washington Memorial Parkway, or the Cabin John Parkway. If you are 
coming from the West, U.S. Routes 50 and 29 will bring you to the National Mall. Finally, if 
you are coming from the East, please use U.S. Routes 50, 1, or 4.
Please be aware that there will be no parking provided at the event.

By Public Transportation: There are many ways to get to the National Mall via Public 
Transportation. The closest Metro station is the Smithsonian on the Mall near 12th Street, 
SW. The Federal Triangle Station also provides access.

By Airline: If you are coming from Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport, Washing-
ton Dulles International Airport, or Baltimore/Washington International Thurgood Marshall 
Airport, there are taxi cab and Metro services available that will connect you to the Na-
tional Mall.
